PUPPY CONTRACT
Congratulations on your new addition!  Your new puppy comes from a breeding program where all the dogs and bitches have been selected for optimal health, soundness and Labrador traits for many generations.  All dogs used for breeding have radiographically been cleared for hip and elbow dyspasia and have had their eyes certified yearly by a board certified ophalmologist in addition to many other genetic health tests performed that include heart certification and tests for other single trait carrier diseases to insure that no puppies are ever inadvertanly affected with a preventable genetic dissorder.

Please understand that clearing breeding animals through a data base such as OFA (Orthopedic Foundation for Animals) does not guarantee that your puppy can never be affected by such dissorders, it only greatly minimizes the odds that they can.  Environmental factors as well as genetics factor into issues such as orthopedic ones.  Please be aware that your puppy should be protected from jumping off of furniture and other high places until his joints are jully formed and should not be subjected to extreme conditionioning or pysical exertion in order to protect the joints from premature degeneration.  Also the puppy should not be encouraged to grow very quickkly or to become extremely overwieght.  As a breeder I have done everything in my power to start your puppy off right but cannot be held responsible for the cost of diagnosing or the treatment of orthopedic issues.

I guarentee that your puppy is in good health at the date of delivery.  You are offered 72 hours (three bussiness days) from the date of purchase the right to have a licensed veterinarian of your choice evaluate your new addition.  Should your veterinarian find the puppy to be suffering from a congenital or genetic disorder you can return the puppy along with the appropriate veterinary statement for a refund of the the purchase price or a replacemnt if a replacement is available.  Buyer accepts responsibility for related veterinarian expenses.  This agreement does not cover internal parasites or protazoa as these are present in all environments and are easily treated for.  Young puppies are susceptible to re infestation even after appropriate management and treatment-especially during times of stress.  The litter received a fecal evaluation on____________________ and have been wormed reguraly since two weeks of age. 

Please limit your puppy's exposure to places where other dogs frequent until after the first three vaccinations have been administered which should be at approximately 16 weeks of age.  Puppies have very immature immune systems and are very susceptible to diseases common within the dog population  When taking your puppy to the vet make sure the personnel there take appopriate measures and disinfect all surfaces that the puppy may come in contact with.  Socialization is still very important so still introduce your puppy to as much stimuli and new experiences as you can while still avoiding places where a high volume of dogs frequent (parks, beaches, pet stores, dog parks, etc).

Your puppy is being sold as a pet/companion with AKC Limited Registration.  Please use the 'Dalwater' prefix before the registered name and prohibit breeding by having him or her spayed or neutered (for females after a first heat and for males-not before age 2).  Buyer aknowledges the posibility that early spaying/neutering of the dog can lead to bone/joint dissabilities.

If you should be unable to keep or care for your dog for any reason please notify me right away.  As a resonsible breeder it is my priority to make sure that the dogs I breed have a good quality of life and I am available at all times as a support system should you need me.
